
Residential Packing List 2025 
 
Here’s a list of things you’ll need to pack – along with a few that aren’t essential but could be 
useful: 
 
STUDENTS NEED TO BRING A FRESHLY LAUNDERED SLEEPING BAG, 
PILLOW & PILLOWCASE 
 
STUDENTS NEED TO PROVIDE THEIR OWN TOWELS -  BOTH BATH AND 
HAND. WE RECOMMEND TWO BATH TOWELS, ONE FOR SHOWERS AND ONE 
FOR THE LAKE. 
 
Things you need: 
 

●​ Luggage – please restrict this to one case plus one piece of hand luggage. 
(Metal framed rucksacks should be avoided as they are difficult to fit into the coach) 

●​ Sleeping bag and pillowcase & case 
●​ A drink bottle (essential in the summer) 
●​ Torch 
●​ Rucksack 
●​ Toiletries to include soap & sanitizer (please note deodorants must be roll-on, no 

aerosols) 
●​ Outdoor activities tend to require long trousers so 2-3 pairs of tracksuit bottoms are 

essential.  Jeans are not suitable! Long sleeved tops are also required for some 
activities.  

●​ Closed-toe shoes are required for nearly all sessions 
●​ Clothes, including footwear, for other times. (T-shirts, shorts, hoodies etc). 
●​ Waterproof clothing (jacket / trousers) 
●​ Large plastic bag for dirty clothes 
●​ Bath towels x 2 
●​ Sunglasses, Lip salve, sunscreen and hat in the summer 
●​ Pyjamas and slippers 

Useful items: 
 

●​ Books, playing cards and other quiet activities. 
●​ Money for snacks (sweets & drinks), souvenirs (i.e. postcards). Please bring coins, 

no notes. NO MORE THAN £5 (this will be more than enough as they only visit 
the tuck shop once during their stay). 

●​ Water shoes - stops trainers from getting wet in the lake-based activities. 
Useful notes: 
 

●​ No jewellery (including piercings), except stud earrings. This includes 
necklaces/pendants. 

●​ Please name EVERYTHING you bring with you. 
●​ Denim jeans are not suitable for outdoor use. 
●​ Appropriate length shorts are mid-thigh down (not ‘hot pants’) 
●​ No electronic devices are permitted on the trip and will be confiscated. 
●​ Children  can bring a camera - But make it a cheap one
