Unfold and repeat with the bottom left and 
top right. You should be left with four triangles marked out in 
creases.

Next, fold the left-
hand triangle over the middle one, add glue to the top of this 
and fold the right-hand triangle over and hold it down firmly 
for the glue to stick.
